I served in the 2nd Batt. 48th Infantry in 1965/66 in the “Cold War” in Gelnhausen, Germany, in an area that was known then as “the Fulda Gap”. I was then sent from there to VN with the 173rd Infantry Brigade, (Airborne), for a rather “extended” term over there as well…
